2 - Leadership

Seasonal / intermittent goals and objectives for the team.

Development of player abilities and individual skills. 
· 
Demonstrative behaviour as a role-model, (leadership, mentoring, cooperation). 
· 
Selection of support staff (Assistant Coaches, Trainer and Manager, etc) must meet the HMHA executive approval.
· 
Strengthen relationships and build teamwork.
3 - Instruction
The Coach’s responsibilities as instructor/ teacher include:

·    Teach hockey skills as laid out in the Hockey Canada Coaching Manuals.
·    Teach hockey skills appropriate to the age.
· 
Teach using the proper sequences and progressions.
· 
Communicate to players in appropriate language and tones.

· 
Teach to players varied learning styles, aptitudes and levels of ability.

· 
Provide a disciplined environment for all players.
· 
Plan effective practices.
4 - Coach as Risk and Conflict Manager
The Coach’s responsibilities to ensure maximum safety and minimum conflict include:

· 
Proper supervision in dressing rooms and on ice at all times.

· 
Report any abuse to the Executive.

· 
Quickly resolve issues promptly and increase team unity.

4.    I will not ridicule or yell at my players for making mistakes or performing poorly. I will remember that players play to have fun and must be encouraged to have confidence in themselves.

5.    I will take reasonable steps to ensure that equipment and facilities are safe and match the player’s ages and abilities.

6.    I will remember that participants need a coach they can respect. I will be generous with praise and set a good example.

7.    I will respect all participants, striving to be a competent (Coach, Trainer, etc). I recognize that I am in a position of trust and power, and I will do nothing to take advantage of or abuse it.

8.    I will obtain proper training and continue to upgrade my Coaching skills.

9.    I will work in cooperation with officials for the benefit of the game and refrain from public criticism of them or of other Coaches. I will forward my concerns through the proper procedures.

10.   I will communicate with my players and with their parents, regularly throughout the season, so that everyone is clear about the rules and expectations, and so that we have a shared goal for the season.

11. I will emphasize the importance of the Players’ and Parents’ Codes, and hold my team members and their parents accountable for compliance.

12. I understand and accept that violation of this Code of Conduct may result in disciplinary action up to and including revoking of membership and all rights associated with membership
